FRQ- Free Response Question (this term refers to the Compare and Contrast essay and the Continuity and Change over time essay because there is no information given to the student when writing this essay)

PIRATES- Political, Intellectual, Artistic, Technological, Economic and Social (characteristics of civilizations)

POV- Point of View (one of the important skills needs to understand the background and purpose of a document)

SOAPStone- Speaker, Occasion, Audience, Purpose, Subject and Tone (how to analyze a document)
